Boston
VA Boston Healthcare 
System consists of main 
campuses in Brockton, 
Jamaica Plain, and 
West Roxbury with VA 
clinics in Lowell, Quincy, 
Framingham, Plymouth, 
and Boston. 

Brockton campus of the VA Boston Healthcare SystemOur Facilities
The Brockton campus 
was built in 1955 
and offers services 
including primary 
care, mental health, 
medical and surgical 
outpatient services, 
physical medicine and 
rehabilitation services, 
dental, diagnostic 
imagery and other 
specialty services, as 
well as palliative and 
hospice care, and long-
term care. 

Built in 1943, the 
West Roxbury campus 
serves as the principal 
tertiary inpatient 
medical center. It offers 
primary care, medical 
and surgical services,  
pain management and 
geriatric care. It also has 
a nationally recognized 
acute spinal cord  
injury program. 

The Jamaica Plain 
campus opened in 
1953 as a 1,000-bed, 
full-service, inpatient 
hospital. In the early 
2000s, Jamaica Plain 
was integrated with 
Brockton and West 
Roxbury as the VA 
Boston Healthcare 
System. Today, Jamaica 
Plain offers ambulatory 
care and primary care 
services, and serves as a 
hub for outpatient care, 
including ambulatory 
surgery, pharmacy, 
whole health, audiology 
and diagnostic imaging, 
and hosts the Behavioral 
Science and Women’s 
Health Sciences 
divisions of the National 
Center for PTSD, and 
a research center of 
excellence in PTSD and 
traumatic brain injury.

Advancements  
in Care
VA Boston HCS opened 
a 20,000-square-foot 
neuroscience building 
for research and clinical 
use at Jamaica Plain 
in 2022, featuring 
research-grade imaging 
and laboratory space, 
as well as high-powered 
data processing and 
innovative collaboration 
spaces. VA Boston hosts 
the largest research 
program in the Veterans 
Health Administration 
by dollar value — at 
more than $130 million 
annually by the end of 
Fiscal Year 2022 — and 
10 national Centers 
of Excellence, which 
include the Million 
Veteran Program and 
the VA Biorepository 
Brain Bank.

Our Facilities
Veterans have access 
to healthcare services 
at eight locations, 
serving five counties 
in central and western 
Massachusetts. Facilities 
include our Edward 
P. Boland VA Medical
Center in Leeds and
seven Community
Based Outpatient Clinics
in Fitchburg, Greenfield,
Pittsfield, Springfield,
and Worcester. Edward 
P. Boland VA Medical
Center opened in
1924 as the first
neuropsychiatric
hospital for Veterans 
in the United States.
Named for Edward
Patrick “Ed” Boland, he
was born in Springfield
and served in the Army
during World War II. He 
represented the region
in Congress for more
than 30 years before
retiring in 1989.

West Haven VA Medical Center

Our Facilities
The West Haven campus 
is the tertiary 1A 
inpatient full-service 
hospital academically 
affiliated with the 
Yale University School 
of Medicine and the 
Fairfield University 
School of Nursing. It is 
also the hub for our top-
tier research program.

The Newington 
campus is a full-service 
outpatient facility that 
offers primary and 
specialty care services, 
including urgent care, 
mental health services, 
dental care, and more.

Community clinics 
are in Danbury, New 
London, Stamford, 
Waterbury, Willimantic, 
and Winsted. These 
clinics offer primary care 
and some specialty care 
services and provide 
care by appointment.

The Community 
Resource and Referral 
Centers, located in 
West Haven and at the 
Orange Annex/Errera 
Center, offer recovery 
and psychosocial 
rehabilitation services to 
help Veterans struggling 
with mental illness, 
substance use disorders, 
homelessness, and 
issues related to aging.

We participate in the VA 
New England Healthcare 
System Clinical Trials 
Network. We are the top 
recruiter in the VISN for 
oncology clinical trials.

In 2018, Fisher House 
Connecticut opened 
at the West Haven 
campus. This 16-suite, 
13,500-square-
foot facility offers 
short-term, no-cost 
accommodations to 
the families of patients 
receiving inpatient 
care at the West Haven 
campus or those 
patients receiving VA-
paid care at the Yale 
New Haven Hospital.

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Maine
VA Maine Healthcare 
System provides health 
care services to over 
53,000 Veterans at 10 
locations throughout 
Maine. Facilities include 
the Togus VA Medical 
Center in Augusta, 
seven Community 
Based Outpatient 
Clinics in Bangor, Calais, 
Caribou, Lewiston, 
Lincoln, Portland, and 
Rumford, and two 
Access Clinics in Fort 
Kent and Houlton. 

Our Facilities
The Togus VA Medical 
Center (VAMC) opened 
in the fall of 1866 
and is the oldest VA 
facility in the country. 
The Togus VAMC is a 
67-operating bed facility
with general medical,
surgical, intermediate,
and mental health beds,
as well as 100 beds
for hospice, dementia,
long-stay, and skilled
care. The campus 
encompasses more than
500 acres of buildings
and natural woodlands.

VA Portland Community Based Outpatient Clinic

New Locations 
The Rumford 
Community Based 
Outpatient Clinic 
(CBOC) opened its 
doors to patients on 
May 30, 2023. This new 
7,200-square-foot single 
level facility provides 
access to primary care, 
home-based primary 
care, mental health, 
blood draw, virtual care 
services, lab services, 
additional exams rooms 
and conference space. 
Staff on the Veteran’s 
care team work 
together in a shared 
space, strengthening 
communication and 
coordination of all 
Veteran care.  

The Portland 
Community Based 
Outpatient Clinic 
opened in 2022 
and replaced and 
consolidated the 
previous CBOC locations 
in Saco and Portland. 
Services include primary 
care, telemedicine, 
home-based primary 
care, mental health, 
blood draw, and 
specialty services. 

The addition of 
telemedicine in the new 
Portland CBOC improves 
Veterans' access to 
care in rural locations. 
The new outpatient 
clinic also serves as a 
teaching site with space 
dedicated to enhancing 
affiliate relationships.

It also includes 
a 41-bed Community 
Living Center (CLC) 
for Veterans needing 
assisted health care.

Our Facilities
The Manchester 
Veterans Administration 
Hospital, now known 
as the Manchester VA 
Medical Center, was 
completed in 1950 as 
part of the post-World 
War II initiative of the 
Veterans Administration 
to provide modern 
medical care and 
facilities to Veterans 
of the war. To this day, 
we are committed to 
providing access to 
excellent health care for 
Veterans. That includes 
our main campus and 
the inclusion of four 
Community Based 
Outpatient Clinics in 
Conway, Portsmouth, 
Somersworth, and 
Tilton. We have health 
care services at the 
Brady Sullivan annex 
as well as telehealth 
opportunities that 
improve equitable 
access to health care 
benefits for all Veterans.

At a cost of $14,045,139, 
the mental health 
facility has a capacity for 
25 VA employees and 
300 Veterans.

A leader in medical 
education and research, 
the VAPHS conducts 
internationally 
recognized clinical 
research with more than 
270 research projects.

In 2023, VAPHS 
received the Pathway 
to Excellence® 
designation from 
the American Nurses 
Credentialing Center 
(ANCC) for the third 
consecutive time. As a 
Pathway organization, 
VA Providence leads 
the effort to enhance 
quality of care, patient 
and nursing safety, and 
the future of healthcare 
delivery. VA Providence’s 
nurses are an integral 
part of the healthcare 
team with a voice in 
policy and practice. 
Pathway nurses are 
proven to be engaged, 
resulting in higher job 
satisfaction, reduced 
turnover, improved 
safety, and better 
patient outcomes.

Teaching & learning
Our affiliation with 
Dartmouth Medical 
School supports more 
than 150 positions and 
17 specialties. Forty 
percent of the clinical 
medicine activity for 
Dartmouth’s medical 
students takes place 
at the VA. We have 
formal affiliations 
with the Geisel School 
of Medicine and the 
University of Vermont 
College of Medicine. 
Our affiliation with the 
University of Vermont 
allows students to 
rotate through the Fort 
Ethan Allen VA Clinic in 
Colchester, Vermont. We 
also maintain affiliations 
with 46 other colleges 
and vocational schools. 

To help reach our 
Veterans in rural areas, 
we initiated the Library 
Gateways Project where 
community librarians 
provide information 
on VA services to local 
Veterans and their 
families. Vermont is 
one of America’s more 
rural states with limited 
public transportation. 
Many Veterans rely 
on our Veteran 
transportation team. 
This is why Vermont 
was one of the first VA 
healthcare systems 
to introduce a robust 
Veteran Transportation 
Service program.
